Activity 7.1 An eJournal Club for professional development

Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· You will need to design the eJC in advance of starting to create it in a PebblePad webfolio. Collect and store the documents and articles as one zipped file so that it will be easier to upload these files when you start to create your eJC. 
· Log onto PebblePad. 
· Upload the zipped or multiple files you have just created. Tag these files with the name of the eJC so that they are easier to find. You can add additional tags if necessary. These files are unpackaged and now sit in your asset store.
· Create a blog for each of the monthly tasks.
· In create new and more, select webfolio. Create a webfolio.
· In the webfolio, create a page for each section (as detailed in learning design above). For guidance on style, take a look at Activity 4.1: Just in time resources: Using WebQuests to introduce digital and academic literacies.
· In the ‘article of the month’ page, add a link to the relevant article and one of the blogs you have just created.
· Send the webfolio to the web with comment permissions and copy the URL.
During the activity:
· Share the URL via a welcoming email with your learners and guest facilitators.
Facilitator instructions: 
· Follow the link to the eJC using the URL shared by the webfolio creator in the welcoming email.
· In the blog, start the discussion off and then comment on each contribution for the first few weeks, remembering to sign off each post with your name if you have not logged onto PebblePad. As learners become more comfortable with the online environment it may not be necessary to comment every time a student contributes. Send out emails to learners when a new article discussion is about to start and as a reminder to join in.
· At the end of each task associated with an article, provide a summary that weaves the contributions together and gives an overview of the article and the responses.
· Send an email to the learners when you have posted this summary in the blog.
Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context. 
· Your tutor will send you a link to the online journal club by email. Click on this link.
· The webfolio you can see will guide you through the eJC and advise you on how to respond to the monthly readings and tasks. 
· You can contribute to the online discussions by going to the blogs which are on each ‘article of the month’ page and make a comment in the comment box. Remember that unless you sign your comment, it will appear as an anonymous contribution. Please respond to other learners’ comments as well.
· You will receive email reminders when a new task is starting.
· On the ‘Resources’ page in the webfolio there is information about how you can demonstrate ongoing professional development, using the tasks as evidence.
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
