Activity 7.2 Creating digitally enhanced patchwork text
Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create a gateway. Set the gateway to lock on the assignment due date.
· Add learners to the user group. The default settings for the users do not need to be changed.
· In create new, more, select webfolio.
· Create a webfolio with a page for each of the patches and a page for the final reflective commentary. You can put the learning outcomes as text in each page. Use bold coloured text so that your learners can read and then delete this text without it impairing their own writing.
· Add the webfolio to the resources area of your gateway with copy and auto publish permissions and select notify the user group(s) when they login to PebblePad.
· In the gateway, under resources, add a feedback form based on the assignment’s marking criteria. 
During the activity:
· In the first face-to-face session of the course, demonstrate how to access the webfolio and personalise it.
· Regularly visit the gateway to view updated assets and leave feedback on the draft patches. Feedback is not seen by members of the learning set.
· When the assignment due date has passed, grade and leave summative feedback on the webfolios. Use the feedback form you created to give consistent feedback to each student.
· Remember to release the grades and feedback when all marking has been completed.
Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context. 
· Log onto PebblePad. As soon as you log on you will see a notice telling you that you have one asset waiting to be copied to your asset store. Select view now and then select copy and publish. This webfolio template is now copied to your asset store and you can edit it. This template is belongs to you and no one but your tutor can see it until you decide you are ready to share it with members of your learning set.
· In view and my assets, open the webfolio and edit it. In the webfolio editor you can delete the guidelines that your tutor has inserted and start to write your own text. You can upload multimedia files (provided the file size is less than 10mb) and insert them into your webfolio pages. 
· When you have completed a draft patch, send it to members of your learning set giving them comment permissions.
· The first time a member of your learning set shares their webfolio with you, you will receive an email notification. Thereafter, when the webfolio is updated and added to, you will see a notification on your PebblePad homepage under new/received updated assets. Read your peers’ draft patches and give them constructive comments based on the assignment’s marking criteria.
· You do not need to send the webfolio to your tutor. Your tutor will see your work as you progress and will give you feedback. Members of your learning set will not be able to see the tutor’s feedback.
· If you do not wish for the comments made by your learning set members to remain on your assignment, you can delete them.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]You can withdraw view and comment permissions at any time. To do this, go to view and my assets. Select your patchwork text webfolio and in the pane on the right, select the shared tab. You will now see a list of the peers you have shared with. Click on a name and, to unshare, click on the bin icon. This removes permission to view your webfolio. You can reshare at a later date if you wish by resending the webfolio with comment permissions.
· On the assignment due date your webfolio will be locked and you will not be able to edit it or any linked assets. 
· You will receive an email notifying you when your webfolio has been graded and summative feedback given by your tutor.
