Activity 7.3 Helping students to continue learning beyond the classroom
Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create a gateway.
· Add students to the user group. Give the students permission to publish and view.
· Use manage tutor groups if you have a large cohort of students.
During the activity:
· Visit the gateway before each face-to-face session to review the blogs and select a small, representative number to discuss.
Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context 
· At the end of the first face-to-face session, meet with the rest of your group to decide when members of the group will take turns for creating and submitting the fortnightly collaborative blog to the gateway.
When it is your turn to create and send the collaborative blog to the gateway:
· Log onto PebblePad and select create new, more and then blog. Give the blog the name of your group and the session number you are reflecting upon.
· Send this blog to every member of your group, giving them collaborate permissions. You will have to do this early in the fortnight so that everyone in your group can send their thoughts to this blog when they have written them.
· Send out a reminder to members of your group if the date of the next fortnightly session is drawing near and they haven’t added their post.
· Before the next face-to-face session send the blog to the gateway for your tutor to read. He may use the blog as an example in class.
To contribute to the blog:
· Log onto PebblePad.
· In create new, create a new thought. Add your reflection on the last PBL session. 
· Send this thought to the blog shared by this session’s representative. 
· In view, and my assets, open the blog and read the thoughts from other members of your group. 
· If you want to read posts from other groups, go to the gateway to view them.
· Once the face-to-face session has finished, do not send new thoughts to the blog for that session. You are encouraged to view it at a later date as it is necessary for completing your assignment. Your tutor will choose one case that has been covered and you are required to reflect on your post for this case and compare it to the posts made by others.
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
